Cost

The cost of Revolution is $200 per person. This cost includes all meals, lodging, project
supplies, and a Revolution t-shirt. Breakfast and dinner will be served at the Camp
Hickory dining hall. Lunch will be sack lunches provided by Camp Hickory.
*IMPORTANT: If any students have food allergies or are vegetarians, Camp Hickory
cannot accommodate the meals. Please be sure they bring their own meals for the
week. Camp Hickory will store them in their refrigerator.

Service Projects

Final service projects are still in the works. Projects may include working in needy
families’ homes, serving at schools, thrift stores, crisis pregnancy centers, doing free car
washes, spending time with the elderly, and landscaping, to name a few. Our main
priority is for you to serve with a few from your church and a few from other churches in
your own community. We want YOUR ideas for these projects because we want these
opportunities to continue into the future! The service is not an event, but a lifestyle we
want to promote.

Camp Hickory Projects

We are blessed with Camp Hickory providing low-cost housing and meals for our
mission trip. To bless them in return, we will hand out a schedule for each team to help
keep Camp Hickory clean. This schedule will be given in the registration information you
will receive upon arrival at Camp Hickory in June. Projects will include: cafeteria trash
removal, shower cleaning, cabin cleaning, and a few other projects. Please encourage
your groups to always clean up after themselves while at Camp Hickory so we can show
our gratitude to the camp for their kindness to us.

Transportation

You are responsible for your own transportation to and from Camp Hickory. Please have
enough vehicles to transport your youth to and from your project sites each day. You will
also need enough room to transport any tools and supplies you will need for your
projects.

Emergency Contact Information

Please give your youth’s parents your cell phone number and the numbers of any other
adult leaders in your group as the emergency contact numbers.

Leader Information

As you are planning for adult leaders, please bring leaders that are “approved” through
your church. If your church process for a youth leader requires a background check,
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please make the appropriate checks beforehand. You will be responsible for your own
leaders and liable for their actions and interaction with students from other churches.

Registration Deadlines

Deposit Deadline: February 15, 2010 - 10% deposit due. Send in a 10% non-
refundable deposit for the number of spots you want to reserve. You may reduce your
number of reserved spots up until April 15. The number of spots you have reserved by
April 15 will be the number you will be committed to pay for. You may increase spots
after February 15 if space allows.

Registration Deadline: April 15, 2009 — Cost is $200 per participant. There may be a
tent-camping option that will cost approximately $10 less. Send in a check for $200 per
participant. Late payments may cause forfeiture of your reserved spots. Please don’t be
late! ©

**Please note that our maximum capacity is 400 participants (students and
leaders). The first 300 participants will have the option to stay in the cabins (although
they may choose to tent for less). The remaining 100 participants will be tent-camping
on the Camp Hickory grounds. Once we hit our maximum of 400, registration will be
closed.

Clothing Policy

Our goal is to represent Christ as we are serving throughout the community; therefore,
we are asking all participants to please wear appropriate attire throughout the week. No
spaghetti strap shirts, short shorts, low-cut clothing, bikinis, or guy’s pants that hang
below the waist. A Revolution t-shirt will be given to all participants and it is
recommended that at least half of the students wear the shirts at each project site each
day.
